In particular, they have extended the Mux22 FrameSync8 board usage, creating further options by combining it with existing boards. 

The popular Mux22 is a universal interface, supporting all broadcast industry signals in just a 1RU chassis. By combining 3G-SDI I/O with Ethernet, Optocore and SANE digital audio networks, Mux22 provides a compact and highly efficient solution for transporting video, audio and data on just a duplex fiber.

[bookmark: _GoBack]When FrameSync8 board in Mux22 originally released at last year’s IBC was with a view to providing a superior upgrade to traditional frame sync technologies. By using revolutionary advanced timing and transport techniques, the FrameSync option allowed zero-delay frame syncs and auto-adjustment of its embedded audio. However, at the time, it was usable only in combination with eight video channels. 

Now the following four options have been developed, and can be seen for the first time at the show. 

° Mux22-FrameSync8 -> no video, 8+1 Frame Sync Outputs
° Mux22-FrameSync16 -> no video, 16+1 Frame Sync Outputs
° Mux22-FrameSync8-Intercom
° Mux22-FrameSync8-MADI

The board features eight software definable Sync Outputs (Word Clock, BB, Tri-Level) which can be shifted in phase. Together with local sync I/O available on each Mux22 it creates powerful audio and video sync conversion and distribution.

The new FrameSync8 devices can be used as ultra-accurate standalone sync distribution or as a part of larger fiber sync, video, audio and data distribution platform.
